Creative Arts: Assessment Type 2: Investigation
(20% of your total Creative Arts (CA) assessment for 2011)
You will undertake two investigations in this subject – each worth 10%.

Each investigation requires that you identify a media producer to investigate. This could be a local web designer, photographer, film maker, digital designer, music producer etc. 
The aim is to interview face to face, via email, phone etc. to learn more about media production and to broaden your knowledge and understanding of materials, techniques and processes associated with digital media production.
Your findings must be published in your web site production with clear navigation links from the home page. It should include text and images and may use web based video, audio, email evidence etc. to show clearly the source of your information.

You can choose to present your findings in multimedia formats such as audio or video. The requirement is that each investigation is a maximum of 1000 words if written or 6 minutes for an oral presentation, or the equivalent in multimodal form. Acknowledgement of sources is not included in the word-count. The interview itself is your source material and your presentation is your assessed work. The information presented must be more than a factual report – it must include your own thoughts, ideas and conclusions.
Your report should be in a reflective style rather than a simple recount of facts you have discovered. You will need to show critical analysis of the work, reflection on the career development and include an evaluation of your findings.
You need to:

· Step back from the information, summarise what you have found out and make some conclusions.

· Give your personal opinion (informed by your research) about the ideas, media technologies used, career ideas discovered in the investigation.

· Evaluate your own learning describing the impact on your own thinking.
