TASK SHEET

You task will be to design and develop a web site that will showcase the skills you have gained in web design. The website will profile all of your work in this subject and it should represent your interests in media production.

Your design must be optimized for a screen resolution of 1024 x 768 pixels, browser Internet Explorer on the Windows platform.

Your assessment will be based on three main areas – each worth 10 marks
1. Image creation - editing and manipulation
2. Web design and layout -  including interactivity
3. Development of web based content  - showcasing your learning in this subject
For each of these areas you will need to address the following:

1. Image creation - editing and manipulation

This section will allow you to show your ability and skills with image editing software including Adobe Photoshop CS5.

· Design of a banner

· Design of navigation buttons

· Design of a background image

· Manipulate and edit images/photos for your website – ensure they are optimised for the web and are in web safe formats
You need to address colour balance, contrast, readability, accessibility.
2. Web design and layout -  including interactivity
· Show your skills in using Adobe Dreamweaver CS5 to layout your design and web pages

· Layout your website using AP elements and/or tables

· Show technical knowledge by following web design principles of file naming conventions, folder structures, web safe file formats

· Ensure all links work correctly and that your website links are relative to your folder structure 

· Use interactive elements such as rollover images, animation etc to enhance your site

· Use alt text for accessibility

3. Development of web based content  - showcasing your learning in this subject
· Ensure your website has well developed content showcasing your learning in this subject
· Content should include use of text, image, video and/or sound in web friendly formats
· Show high level communication in your use of spelling and grammar
· Use web safe video, links to high quality images and/or audio as appropriate
· On your Skills page show your development as a web designer
· The quantity and quality should reflect the amount of work you have done in documenting your work in this subject
· Ensure web based content is optimized for file size
· Evaluate past websites you have developed
· Evaluate your 2011 website
